Power — The ability to make a difference 

…and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power toward us who 
believe, according to the working of his great might that he worked in Christ 
when he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the 
heavenly places, Ephesians 1:19–20 (ESV) 

Now to him who is able to do far more abundantly than all that we ask or 
think, according to the power at work within us, Ephesians 3:20 (ESV) 

Love — The ability to love unconditionally 

“But I say to you who hear, Love your enemies, do good to those who hate 
you,…” Luke 6:27 (ESV) 



Self-Control — The ability to stay on focused and not distracted by pleasure 
or pain 

…saying, “We strictly charged you not to teach in this name, yet here you 
have filled Jerusalem with your teaching, and you intend to bring this man’s 
blood upon us.” But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God 
rather than men.” Acts 5:28–29 (ESV)

…who saved us… 1 Timothy 1:9 (ESV) 

Now to him who is able to keep you from stumbling and to present you 
blameless before the presence of his glory with great joy,… Jude 24 (ESV) 

For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his 
Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. 
Romans 5:10 (ESV) 

B. The God who saved us is powerful enough to make us holy. 
…called us to a holy calling… 1 Timothy 1:9 (ESV) 

C. The God who saved us didn’t save us because of our works 
but because of his purposes and grace. 
…not because of our works but because of his own purpose and grace,… 1 
Timothy 1:9 (ESV) 

For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own 
doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast. 
Ephesians 2:8–9 (ESV) 

…he saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but 
according to his own mercy,… Titus 3:5 (ESV) 

D. The God who saved us chose us in eternity past before we 
existed. 
…which he gave us in Christ Jesus before the ages began,… 1 Timothy 1:10 
(ESV) 

…even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we 
should be holy and blameless before him. In love he predestined us for 
adoption to himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of 
his will,… Ephesians 1:4–5 (ESV)
